If Baptism Is Not Essential…

—Why did the Ethiopian eunuch command the chariot to stop? 

“Now as they went down the road, they came to some water. 
And the eunuch said, ‘See, here is water. What hinders me from 
being baptized?’ … So he commanded the chariot to stand still. 
And both Philip and the eunuch went down into the water, and 

he baptized him.” 
— Acts 8:36–38  

—Why was the very first thing Saul (later Paul) did after 
regaining his sight…to be baptized—even before eating or 

drinking after three days of blindness and fasting? 

“Immediately there fell from his eyes something like scales, and 
he received his sight at once; and he arose and was baptized. So 

when he had received food, he was strengthened.” 
— Acts 9:18–19 

—Why did 3,000 people choose to be baptized on the Day of 
Pentecost after hearing the first gospel sermon? 
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“Then Peter said to them, ‘Repent, and let every one of you be 
baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins…’ 
… Then those who gladly received his word were baptized; and 

that day about three thousand souls were added to them.” 
— Acts 2:38, 41 

—Why did a severely beaten Paul and Silas baptize a jailer and 
his entire household after midnight? Why the urgency? 

“And he took them the same hour of the night and washed their 
stripes. And immediately he and all his family were baptized.” 

— Acts 16:33 

—Why did Peter plainly declare that baptism is part of what 
saves us? 

“There is also an antitype which now saves us—baptism (not the 
removal of the filth of the flesh, but the answer of a good 
conscience toward God), through the resurrection of Jesus 

Christ.” 
— 1 Peter 3:21 

—Why did Jesus tell Nicodemus that being born again—of 
water and the Spirit—is absolutely necessary to enter the 

kingdom of God? 

“Jesus answered, ‘Most assuredly, I say to you, unless one is 
born of water and the Spirit, he cannot enter the kingdom of 

God.’”

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—Why did Ananias say to Saul, “Why are you waiting?” if 
baptism is not essential?
